Re: NorskeCanada Application for amendment of PA-03341 to authorize coal as an auxiliary fuel in PB #5 beyond the trial period ending September 30, 2005.

We have recently received the Technical Report regarding the above.

From conversations with Bernard Bintner, it seems that the Ministry is leaning towards approving a permit to continue coal usage.  We are definitely opposed to this BUT if it is the intent of the Ministry to do so, we would ask that the following requests be considered.

1. Keep the allowable coal use to 83 tonnes per day in #5 boiler only.

2. Bring the allowable sulphur content of coal down to 0.3%.

3. We would not like to see an increase the rate of discharge from #5 power boiler as suggested at Sec.3.7 of the Technical Report.  This would result in increased pollutants being emitted.  (OR WOULD INCREASING THIS RATE OF DISCHARGE BE BETTER THAN STARTING UP THE #4 OIL BURNER?)

4. The Technical Report at Sec. 3.7 suggests deleting Recovery boiler #1, lime kiln #1, dissolving tank #1 and power boiler #3 and all related sub-sections and we trust this will be done.

Please consider the incredible increase in the population of Campbell River.  A large number of the newcomers are concerned about the environment.  This was very noticeable during the 3 nights of public hearings for the Wal-Mart proposal on the estuary.  A plan needs to be implemented to reduce emissions.

 We would ask that should this permit amendment be approved, that it be tied in to improvements to the other fuels burned. Desalination of the hog fuel should be considered, also composting of sludge.
