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This Permit does not authorize entry upon, crossing over, or use for
any purpose of private or Crown lands or works, unless and except as
authorized by the owner of such lands or works. The responsibility for
obtaining such authority shall rest with the Permittee.

OPERATION

The refuse material shall be covered with soil following
complete utilization of each disposal pit. It is suggested
that, in order to maximize the waste disposal capacity,
intermediate covering of wastes not be exercised unless a
specific benefit is accomplished by covering, If problems such
as odours, insects, wind blown debris, etc. are encountered
intermadiate covering is required as necessary to control the
problem, :

A1l berms and drainage diversion ditches are to be constructed
as required at locations approved by the Regional Waste
Manager.

The Permittee shall construct groundwater monitoring wells at
the discretion of and at locations approved by the Regional
Waste Manager.

Alternative procedures for the operation of the site during
winter months shall be permitted at the discretion of the
Regional Waste Manager when adverse weather conditions prevent
normal operation,

Only those types of refuse approved by the Regional Waste
Manager ‘are to be discharged to areas at an elevation below the
200 year flood level or to areas that are low lying,

There shall be no discharge of domestic-type refuse or scrap
metal to the refuse disposal areas.

There shall be no open burning of refuse in the refuse disposal
areas.
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
